 State apparatus: government apparatus, secret services, army 
and police 

 Distinct geographical area 
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What is a state: special characteristics? 

 Economic basis of a state: agrarian state, industrial states 

 Social basis of a state: nation-state, slave state, liberal state, 
workers state 

 Political basis of a state:  
 secular state separation of church and state, non-secular state 

(religious, Confucianism)  
 colonial state: control of colonized areas by colonizer state 
 Just and unjust states: concept of justice is needed 

 Cultural basis of a state; Eurocentric states based on the 
Enlightenment, other states can based on other ideologies 
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What is the Zionist state? 

 State apparatus: based on international support (economic, 
military) 

 Geography:  occupation of Palestine 

 Political basis: apartheid 

 Social basis: racism 

 Ideological basis: religious Jewish state based on 
Zionism/Judaism 
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What does ending a state mean? 

 The end of one or more characteristics of a state 

 Examples 
 Soviet state: end of geographical control: split in several states 

 German Democratic Republic: dissolution of the state in all its 
aspect 

 South Africa: change of social basis (apartheid) and political 
structure (free elections) 
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Can states end? 

 Ottoman state 

 Habsburger empire 

 Russian tsarist state 

 Soviet state 

 German Democratic Republic 

 Apartheid state of South Africa 

 Many colonized states 
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Forms of ending a state 

 Splitting a state: Soviet Union into separate republics 

 Unification of states: DDR and GDR, North and South Vietnam 

 Dissolution of states: DDR, Soviet Union 

 Ending specific characteristics of a state: social and political basis 
of apartheid 
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Ways to end a state 

 War 

 Revolution 

 Peaceful transition 
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Possible ways to end the Zionist state 

 Split the occupation: two state solution: deemed impossible. 
Instead it extends the occupation 

 Peaceful dismantling of the apartheid state:  impossible because 
of the ideological basis (Jewish state) and social basic (land for 
Jewish people) 

 Only way: armed resistance 
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The defeat of armed resistance 

 The failure of the armed resistance of the PLO 

 The believe in the invincibility of the Jewish state and the 
impossibility of armed resistance 
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The meaning of October 7 

 Believe in the possibility of armed resistance 

 The Jewish state is not invincible 

 Armed resistance is not only within the geographical areas of 
Palestine: there is an axis of resistance 
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The end is the liberation of land! 

 From the river to the sea is about land 

 Zionist will leave the land if they are defeated on the land 

 How are they defeated on the land? 
 Destruction of the military infrastructure of the state with 

bombing, drones, rockets 

 Invasion of the land by Muslim fighters from the axis of resistance 

 Eliminating the threat of nuclear war with the nuclear shield of 
Russia, China and Pakistan 

 The flight of the Jewish population back to Europe and the USA 
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When will the Zionist state end? 

 After a ceasefire a new wave of armed resistance will start that 
is aimed at liberating the land 

 There might not be a ceasefire but a gradual extension into a 
regional war
